Now take the left side panel off, by removing the two screws shown in the image 
above, using the hex key (00-5843) provided

The side panel can now be removed by pulling the panel towards you.

With the side panel removed you now have access to the transit bracket. This is 
located under the compressor and is marked with a sticker reading Remove Before 
Use. To remove the transit bracket, first remove the 4 screws from the bracket as 

shown.

The bracket can now be slid out from underneath the compressor tray.

Re-attach the side panel and replace the screws.

Replace the fascia, ensuring it is securely fastened.

Connect the supplied 1/4” compression fittings (02-4421) to the Air Output and 
Drain ports.

Connect the supplied 1/4” Teflon tubing (00-1266) to the fittings on the Air Output 
and Drain ports. Connect the other end to the Instrument you are supplying.

Next proceed to step 15.

Connect a small section of the supplied 1/4” Teflon tubing (00-1266) to the fitting on 
the Air Output.

Attach the 1/4” Tee compression fitting from the fittings kit to the other end of the 
1/4” Teflon tubing attached to the Air Output.

Connect the rest of the supplied 1/4” Teflon tubing (00-1266) to the 1/4” Tee 
compression fitting and 1/4” compression fitting on the Drain port. Connect 

theother end to the Instrument you are supplying.

Select the appropriate mains cable from the fittings kit and plug the IEC 60320/C13 
cable into the mains input at the rear of the air compressor.

Please note both 110V and 230V US cables have been supplied, ensure correct 
mains cable is used to match the rating on the air compressors serial plate.

Plug the mains cable into the corresponding 110VAC 50/60Hz OR 230VAC 50/60Hz 
single phase power supply.
